INTO ALL THE WORLD

There are three truths regarding 
The Mission of God and our task in 
missions that I want to share with 
you, so that we can all think about 
them and discover what God is 
calling each of us to do at this time 
and in this place. First of all, it is 
very evident from Godôs Word that 
our Lord wants all people to come 
to know His love for them in Jesus 
and His desire to have everyone to 
be saved. In the Old Testament 
Scriptures, God often proclaims 
that He wants all people to turn to 
Him.  This is made very clear in 
Isaiah 49: where God addresses 
the future Messiah:  
ñYou will do more than restore the 
people of Israel to me.  I will make 
you a light to the Gentiles, and you 
will bring my salvation to the ends 
of the earth.ò  And the same idea is 
repeated in the New Testament in 
1 Timothy 2:4, where Paul  
proclaims that God wants all  
people to be saved and to come to 
a knowledge of the truth. This is 
Godôs desire and also His  
command to His people. 
 
So, Jesus makes it very plain that 
the work of those who follow Him is 
to share the Good News through-
out the world, even indicating that 
until all have had a chance to hear 
the Word, the end will not come: 
Matthew 24:14 And the Good News 
about the Kingdom will be 
preached throughout the whole 
world, so that all nations will hear it;  
 
 

 
 
and then the end will come. So, 
Jesus gives His followers, His 
church, you and me the task of 
sharing the Good News all over the 
world, beginning in our own family 
and community: 
 
Matthew 28:19 Go and make  
disciples of all nations. Mark 16:15  
Go into all the world and preach the 
Good News to everyone. Luke 
24:47  It was also written that this 
message would be proclaimed in 
the authority of His name to all the 
nations, beginning in Jerusalem 
and Acts 1:8 
... you will receive power when the 
Holy Spirit comes upon you. And 
you will be my witnesses, telling 
people about me everywhere ð in 
Jerusalem, throughout Judea, in 
Samaria, and to the ends of the 
earth.ò So the task is ours.  All of us 
here at Faith Lutheran who have 
been baptized, who are disciples, 
royal priests and a holy nation 
called to proclaim Godôs truth to 
one and all. 
 
Which then brings me to the third 
truth of how we have the power to 
do this and what is one of our most 
important tasks that strengthens 
the work of mission among us and 
in all the world. It is prayer, the fer-
vent prayer of Godôs people one by 
one, but especially in community. 
Prayer enables us to be empow-
ered by the Holy Spirit for the task.   
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Prayer keeps the enemy from get-
ting in the way of the mission task. 
Paul reminds us that ... we are not 
fighting against flesh-and-blood 
enemies, but against evil rulers and 
authorities of the unseen world, 
against mighty powers in this dark 
world, and against evil spirits in the 
heavenly places. Ephesians 6:12 
To be able to carry on this fight we 
need all the help we can get.  We 
need to pray for the Holy Spirit, for 
the host of heaven, for the power of 
Christ in order to defeat Satan and 
all the evil around us, and to open 
peopleôs ears and hearts to both 
hear and accept the Word of Truth. 
That being the case, I again call all 
of you to prayer.  Be prayer  
warriors. Be a praying people, for 
the prayers of the saints, the  
believers, are powerful and bring 
results. Pray individually, but espe-
cially in groups so that we our-
selves will remain faithful and we 
will be about the business our  
Father has placed in our hands.
